Eligible residents can book their first or second dose appointments online. Residents that are 18 years of age or
older can book their booster dose appointment if they received their second dose on or before Apr 10, 2022 (Jan 12,
2022 for youth 12-17).

Eligible residents (60+, as well as First Nation, Inuit and Métis individuals and their non-indigenous household
members aged 18 and over) can book their second booster dose appointment online if they received their first
booster dose on or before Feb 13, 2022 (140 days).

PHARMACY Anyone 5 years of age and older can visit a pharmacy
to get their COVID-19 vaccine, subject to vaccine
availability. Clinic dates/times sometimes change
due to changes in demand, so be sure to check the
schedule the day of the appointment.
